And tonight we had company (they're 
leaving now it's about 15 minutes till eleven) I guess you’ve read in the Courier about Father 
Liebberman being dead and laying in state of St. Anthony's church today. The Knights had to 
stand guard Ed went with Bill Muensterman and after they left there they came out here all 
dressed and said it was too early to go home. The rest are all piling off to bed and I guess I’ll 
have to follow soon. Feeling fine so I’m going to be and make up for lost time and get up 
tomorrow and get real busy and look for a big Sun. letter from Al with lots of news +  love + 
kisses. So Good night Al with all true love + kisses and an extra sweet hug and kiss I’ll be 
wishing you had when I wake up dreaming. X
